ZOOM = How close the 

object appears (Right)

FOCUS = How clear is 

the object  (Left)
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Some Terms Heard

ZOOM = PUSH

ZOOM = PULL

ZOOM = Go In/Go Out

FOCUS = SOFT
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Zooming Issues

ÅA Camera operator should 

never Zoom unless a director 

asks.

ÅMost zooms are done VERY 

Slowly.

ÅMost zooms require a 

reframing simultaneously.
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Focus Issues

ÅFocus is the most important 

element of camera work!

ÅALWAYS quick zoom in to 

focus, then re -compose.

ÅLearn to rack focus. This is 

required when the subject 

moves away or closer to your 

lens.

ÅThe darker the light the 

harder it is to focus.

Definition: Depth of Field

The area in which objects 

located various distances 

from the camera are in 

focus. Characterized as 

either shallow or great .
