The center of
feeling. The common bond of love they shared.
“Partakers” — They shared with him in his ministry through their faithfulness in
service, finances, prayer, and in the Gospel. 1 Peter 4:7-11
“Affection” — Love I John 3:11-24

Discerning Love — Love with the protection of discernment Matthew 7:1-6
“Pure and Blameless” — Sincere — without wax.
“Fruits of Righteousness” - Fruits of the spirit Galatians 5:22-23
