     Jennifer Landrith in an article entitled ñKingdom Unityò says this: ñUnity means to ñbecome oneò or ñuniteòé other definitions 

include ñbeing undividedò or ñin harmonyòé..This means we have the same FOCUS.

Verily, when the pitcher went to the mound, he looked around for his teammates, and lo, his heart was heavy, for their places were 

empty. But the game was announced and the visitors were there in the stands, and there was nothing to do but pitch the game and 

hope for the best. 

So the pitcher tightened his belt and stepped into the box and did his best to put the ball over the plate. But he was not at his best, 

because he had to serve as pitcher, first baseman and third baseman all at the same time. 

There were loud ñboosò from the stands when the home team was badly beaten. It was a disgrace to the noble game of baseball.
